Purpose and Expectations: This on-going assignment is designed to allow you the opportunity to pursue a topic of interest and learn how to refine ideas about that topic into a final finished product comprised of a written and an oral component. It is expected that you will read two core texts of primary sources as the basis of material for this assignment (approx. 500-800 pages of reading). Secondary source research and reading may also be required, depending on the nature of your topic. The final written component will be 1500-2000 words in length and will take the form of a literary comparison essay. The oral component will be a 20-30 minute presentation on your topic (not a reading of your written component).
